MidiPads and Cool Edit

Allow free play and discovery at first and then show them how they work

Experiment with recording sounds made by their voices or instruments

Record sounds that go together (animal sounds, transport sounds, …)

Can also use MidiPads to check children's hearing

Following instructions

	Stand on the green pad, then the yellow, then the blue

	Put instructions on the pads, 

· stand beside the chair 
· crawl under the chair

· put your finger on you nose

	Set simple task that requires taking turns, cooperation, listening to others, staying on task


Society and environment 

	Animals used for transport
· Prerecord sounds such as sloshing water (water buffalo), hee-haw (donkey), trotting (horse) …

· Allow children to discover the sound made by each MidiPad

· Discuss and link the sounds to pictures of animals for transport


Drama / movement

	Create and record sounds to add to a story (Going on a bear hunt, Three little pigs)

Retell the story, stepping on a MidiPad to activate the sound that matches the story

	Emotions - sounds how does it make you feel?

	Use whole body to move to the sound of the pad. Walking, creeping, hopping, running, jumping, sliding …


Mathematics

	Patterning and ordering using pads 1-8

	· 1 jump on 1st, 2 jumps on 2nd, 3 jumps on 3rd, ….

	· Pre-record claps, counts for each pad

	· Make a pattern using paper and textas for others to follow (Blue, red, blue, red)

	· Put ordinal cards on each pad and the ask child to press 3rd pad. What sound was that?
Record on a chart of sounds and ordinals
Older children could use ordinals written as words (first, second)


Music

	Match the sound to a picture of a musical instrument

	Respond to the sounds with body movements - high, low, sad, happy

Teacher can alter the pitch of each pad to show high and low

	Use a chart of colours and children step on pad as colour is pointed to. Extend to making two short sounds or one long sound.

	Introduce high/low, fast/slow, long/short. 

Each child has a go at producing sounds that display these concepts.

	Children nominate number and colour to write a tune (play 4 on red, 2 on blue, 5 on green). Record patterns and then play them following a conductor.

	Use a prepared chart of coloured stickers (that match the pad colours) laid out in a musical pattern. Children follow the chart to play a tune on the pads.


English

	Introduce eight new sight words by placing one word on each pad.

Ask child to press the pad with a word on it (eg went) Tell child what sound the word will make before they press it so they can self correct.
