Description

Learning area
The Arts – music (percussion instruments)



Focus / concept
To create ‘fast’ and ‘slow’ music patterns using percussion sounds from the orchestra. To practice a variety of rhythms and sound patterns.



Group context
Whole class, individually and in pairs



Learning activities
· picture talk about the percussion section of the orchestra – drums, castanets, cymbals etc (un-tuned) percussion, xylophone, glockenspiel etc

· Children make fast percussion patterns on midi pads

· Children make slow percussion patterns on midi pads

· Children make combination of fast/slow patterns

· Children create composition using a variety of rhythms and midi pads
