Focus / concept
Pitch – experimenting with high/low sounds. improvise 2 note soh/me songs



Group context
Year 1 and 2



Learning activities
1. up high, down low – sing the song

follow the puppet with actions, choose children to play the song on the xylophone

2. Starlight/Starbright

Sing the song

Make hand movements as song goes up and down

Pass the gold star around the circle to the beat, where the star stops that child sits in the middle plays the rhythm of the song on bongo drum

3. Midipads – choose 2 children to work together to improvise  starlight/starbright ‘pass the idea’, put hand up when you get an idea to go on with from the last pair

Reflections
First group used  starlight/starbright ostinato one played starlight/starbright (4 beat pattern) 2nd played 4 beat pattern. Discussed H.M. beats in the rhythm pattern.
