Unit of work
Music – wind instruments


Description

Learning area
The Arts – music (wind instruments)



Focus / concept
To work individually to create composition. To work in pairs to create (conductor/musician) simple compositions using sounds from the wind section of the orchestra



Group context
Whole class, individually and in pairs



Learning activities
· Picture talk and tape descriptions and sounds of wind instruments at the orchestra

· Children alternate role of conductor and musician

· Conductor calls out colour of pad for the musician to step upon using the sound of the flute

· Children create simple composition individually with tapping and stepping techniques on the pads

· Repeat using sounds of piccolo, clarinet etc

Midi-pads/computer



Other resources
Pictures of musician with various wind instruments. Tape of wind instrument music/tape recorder



Reflections
The children found that working in pair’s fun. Both conductor and musician roles were enjoyed.

Some children began to make quite pleasing to the ear ‘sound patterns’ using some repeated phrases in their composition. Others persisted  with more haphazard arrangements.
